FAQ
What is your band like?
Making great music for your celebration is what gets us excited, because like every group of musicians,
we believe that to perform well is the greatest thing! We play great music that everyone knows from the
60s through the 90s. It's not just “classic rock.” We play all styles, and our music represents a cross-
section of Top 40 music over the years.

What is the advantage of a live band over a DJ?

Can my MC use your microphone?
